The ZvMXE+ IP Set Top Box is a small, powerful, unit designed to receive 
IP streams, decode, and present to the user the IP and RF delivered content 
as simply as if they were watching broadcast television. 

The ZvMXE+ is designed to work in tandem with ZeeVee ZyPerMX, 
ZyPerMX2/4, HDbridge and ZvPro iSeries streams; as well as RF modulated 
signals from ZeeVee HDbridge and ZvPro series products.  ZvMXE+ 
features include:

•	 ZvMXE+ auto-discovers the ZyPerMX, ZyPerMX4, HDbridge and ZvPro 
iSeries streams, which are added automatically to the channel lineup.

•	 Additional channels/streams can be added manually.
•	 Supports common compressed HD formats: H.264, MPEG- 2, MPEG-

4, and others.
•	 Supports many kinds of IPTV programs.
•	 Infrared remote control with programmable buttons allows direct

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2 Quick Setup
Connect the ZvMXE+ to power and connect the ZvMXE+ to a display using 
an HDMI cable.  Use a standard Ethernet cable to connect to the Network 
Router or Switch.  If streaming RF signals; connect a Coax cable from the 
modulated signal network.

Prior to streaming video, you must first configure the Network settings on 
the ZvMXE+.

Using the remote control, hit the MENU button to access the Main options 
screen.  Using the arrow keys navigate to the setup icon (the GEARS) and 
click there.  See details below in the section “Configuring the Network”.

Tip: The ZvMXE+ can make use of a USB HID device. Simply connect a standard 
USB keyboard to one of the USB-Type A ports on the ZvMXE+. The on-screen 
keyboard can be used with the remote control, but it is slow and cumbersome for 
anything more than a single box.

Programmable Buttons

The upper-left portion of the remote 
houses a set of programmable keys. The 
intent is to allow for common television 
functions to be programmed so the 
user only needs to use a single remote 
control device to manage their television 
experience when using the ZvMXE+ 
receiver/decoder.

Keys P1 though P5 can be set to any 
function the user desires. The labeling is present only to provide visual cues 
the user may use to help remember which key has been programmed to 
which function. 

The “SET” key has a fixed function that is not programmable. It initiates the 
programming process for setting the P1-P5 key functions.

Programming P1-P5 Buttons

The ZvMXE+ remote has been tested to be compatible with a large 
number of remotes. However, some manufacturers use infrared codes that 
are obscure and cannot be “copied” into the programmable keys of the 
ZvMXE+ remote.

ZvMXE+ Remote
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To program a key the following sequence shall be executed:

Step1: Press and hold the “SET” button for three 
seconds

	The RED LED lights immediately when the button is pressed
	After 3 seconds the LED changes to a very bright state

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Configuring the Network

Navigate to, and click on the “CONFIGURE NETWORK” button.  

This will bring up the Wireless & Networks menu for configuring Ethernet 
and VPN.

Select the Ethernet option from the menu to configure Network settings for 
the MXE+.

Note:  The MXE+ cannot be configured to receive IP streams over a WiFi 
Network.

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6 Configure RF Channels
Click on the “Configure RF” button. This will bring up a menu to search for 
available RF channels. (North American QAM or over air ATSC)

Note: The Configure RF feature was added with firmware version 2.2      

It is not supported with earlier firmware releases.

Important Note:  Early MXE+ units have a front panel with the ability to 
display four characters and so it may not fully display a channel number.  
For instance, channel 100-1 will show up as “100-” on the display.  Dotless 
channels like 25 will show “-16-”.    Basically the front panel of these MXE+ 
units should be ignored.

Newer generation MXE+ units have removed the front panel display.

Now arrow over to Signal type and select either “Air” to “Cable”.  Hit the 
“Exit” key on the remote once the selection is made.

A Channel Search dialog window will appear.  Arrow down to OK and click 
it to start the search process.
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The search will begin and Progess will be shown across the top of the 
screen. This process can take several minutes to complete.

Once completed you will need to Exit back out to the main menu.  You can 
now Watch TV and all available RF and IP channels will be shown.

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9 Custom Channel List Deployment

9.1 BACKGROUND
The ZvMXE+ IP Set Top Box is a small, powerful, unit designed to receive 
IP streams, decode, and present to the user the IP-delivered content as 
simply as if they were watching broadcast television.

When decoding and displaying content generated by ZeeVee content 
sources, the discovery of the streams and the population of a channel list 
and plan is automatic. The sources send “beacons” and the ZvMXE+ units 
receive those beacons, learn the sources, and populate a channel guide 
and list for selection by the user.

There are cases where a custom channel list is desired:

•	Restricting User Access to certain channels
•	Adding custom names and logos
•	Adding content to the ZvMXE+ channel list that is NOT sourced by 

ZeeVee
	 • streaming video files from a server, for example

Requirements:

 All ZvMXE+ units to participate in the remote guide must be 
connected to a common network.

 An accessible server capable of serving files.
 A means for the manager to edit, install and manage the files on that 

server.
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9.2 CHANNEL GUIDE MODES

Full-Auto

The default channel guide mode is “Full-Auto”. This mode is available 
when the streaming sources are ZeeVee products (ZvProxxx-I, ZyPerMX, 
HDb2920-i, or HDb3000 media module with IP options). The ZeeVee 
products automatically broadcast “Beacons” which contain information 
about the available stream.

The channel guide in the ZvMXE+ will be populated based on information 
contained in the received beacon information from each of the sources. No 
the management is required. This is the baseline “Plug-and-Play” option and 
may be sufficient for the majority of installations. 

Additive

Normally, if a channel guide file is specified, the channels specified will 
be added to the plan. If channels are specified in the channel plan file that 
overlap those that correspond to Beaconed channels being generated by 
ZeeVee equipment, the information in the channel plan file will supersede 
that being broadcast by the ZeeVee unit sending the beaconed channel. 
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If the guide file is in “Additive” mode only the non-ZeeVee channels need to 
be specified in the guide file.  The ZeeVee channels will send beacons that 
are learned by the ZvMXE+ and those channels will automatically be added 
to the guide. In the diagram shown Source4 and Source5 are streams 
supplied by non-ZeeVee equipment. Only stream information for Source 4, 
and Source 5 need to be specified in the guide file. 

Even in additive mode, the ZeeVee channels can be specified in the guide 
file. This allows for the channel number, label, icon, etc., to be altered in one 
common place without having to individually manage the ZeeVee sources. 
Information provided in a guide file supersedes the information contained 
in the beacon.

Exclusive

A channel guide file can be specified such that it is “exclusive”. Guide files 
that are exclusive specify that ONLY the channels in the guide file are to 
be included in the channel lists presented to the user. Any beaconed or 
self-advertised channels are to be ignored by the ZvMXE+ if there is not an 
entry in the guide file. 

 

In the diagram shown, if the guide file is specified as exclusive, and the only 
entries in that guide file are for ZyPerMX-1, ZyPerMX-2, and Source 5, then 
any other channel will be ignored and not included in the guide. The only 
stream the user will be able to select are for the channels described in the 
guide file.
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9.3 SERVER REQUIREMENTS

The ZvMXE+ may be configured to fetch a channel list and supporting 
elements.

The channel list file and others (icon files, etc) must be served by a web 
server on a network accessible to the ZvMXE+ units.

That server (LAMP, WAMP, whatever…) should be configured to serve a 
directory that contains the files that will be used to control the channel list 
of the ZvMXE+ units.

If the Internet is accessible, a Google drive could even be used. The 
ZvMXE+ units only fetch the channel guide files at power-up or upon direct 
request by the user. At all other times the ZvMXE+ units use locally cached 
copies of the channel guide information.

Easy Test: Point a browser 
at the directory that will be 
used and make sure the 
supporting information is 
visible while on the same 
network as the ZvMXE+ 
units.

In the case shown, the 
server QA20 is serving a 
directory called “ipsettop” 
to the same network as the 
ZvMXE+.

If a browser can see the 
files, the ZvMXE+ units will 
be able to see the files.

All file accesses by the 
ZvMXE+ device are via 
HTTP file requests.
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9.4 SETUP ON ZVMXE+ FOR REMOTE GUIDE 

To configure the ZvMXE+ to use a remotely specified guide, the device 
itself must be configured to point to the location from where the guide 
file(s) are being served.

While watching television —> Hit the MENU 
button

That brings up the Main option screen.

Then navigate over to the Setup icon (the GEARS) 
and click there. 
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After the Gear icon has been clicked, the Configuration Screen appears.

Navigate to, and click on the “CHANNEL GUIDE XML FILE” button.

This will bring up a file dialog
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In the dialog, enter the pointer to the location on the web server where 
you have placed the Channel Guide file. Local Channel List File would be 
located on a USB memory stick plugged into on of the ZvMXE+ USB ports.  
The location of a Network Channel List file depends on where the IT admin 
has allowed HTTP file browsing to.

Pro Tip: The ZvMXE+ can make use of a USB HID device. Simply connect a 
standard USB keyboard to one of the USB-Type A ports on the ZvMXE+ and the 
name can be typed in. The on-screen keyboard can be used with the remote 
control, but it is slow and cumbersome for anything more than a single box.

Once the name is entered, navigate to and click the “Green Check” button.

The ZvMXE+ device will read the remote Channel Guide file. The number 
of channels configure will be shown as below. Verify that this matches the 
expected number.
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This completes all the setup required on the ZvMXE+. 

Hit the EXIT button once to return to the Configuration Buttons.

Hit the EXIT button again to return to the main Option Screen.

Then Navigate to the “Watch IPTV” icon and click that. You should be 
watching the streaming content.

At any time while watching television, the CHAN+ CHAN- keys will advance 
sequentially up or down the channel list.

At any time the up and down arrows can also be used to advance 
sequentially up and down the channel list.

Hitting the EPG button on the remote brings up the entire electronic 
program guide.

Scroll up and down with the arrow keys to verify presence of all the 
expected channels. 

Hitting the OK button will tune directly to the highlighted channel.
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9.5 CHANGING CHANNEL AND CONTROL VOLUME 
REMOTELY

There is a feature that allows MXE+ channel to be changed and volume 
controlled remotely. 

HTTP channel change feature:

http://ip_address:8080 returns the MXE+ channel list.  The current channel 
has an ‘*’ next to it.

http://ip_address:8080/channel=n   tunes the MXE+ to specified channel 
number.  Will return “Invalid Channel Number” as appropriate.

Volume control options include Mute, Unmute, Volume Up and Volume 
Down.  Please note this controls volume on the MXE+, not the connected 
display. The syntax for each command is similar to the channel command 
and are shown below:

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9.6 POWER ON/OFF DISPLAY USING CEC

There is a feature that allows MXE+ to remotely turn a display on or off 
using the HDMI CEC feature. 

CEC power on/off feature:

http://ip_address:8080/poweron  will power on the display

http://ip_address:8080/poweroff  will power off the display

Note: The display must support CEC functionality for this feature to work 
properly.

EXAMPLE

Assuming MXE IP Address is: 192.168.1.23

Important Note for Samsung displays

Only Samsung displays with the 3.5mm jack for RS232 work. They must 
NOT be labeled “ex-link”. Those will not work.

These displays also require a special Serial Cable available from ZeeVee. 
Part number: ZvMXePlus-SCO

If the hardware is correct, it is also important to be sure any CEC options 
are turned OFF in the Samsung settings, including Anynet+.

Action: power on Samsung TV using USB serial dongle

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9.7 LOADING AND DISPLAYING A STATIC IMAGE

There is a feature that allows an MXE+ channel to display a customer 
provided static image when not displaying video. 

HTTP static image feature

The following commands are used to implement this feature:  
imageUpload, imageDelete, imageOn, imageOff.  

The system status will persist across reboots in terms of being in image 
mode or video mode.  

The imageUpload command expects an argument passed that specifies the 
path to the image file.

The syntax for each command is similar to the channel and volume 
commands and are shown below:

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10 Updating System
Navigate to, and click on the “Update System” button. This will bring up a 
menu to showing options for updating the system firmware.

Select one using the arrow keys on the remote and hit “OK” to run.

Web Update will attempt to access the Internet to download the latest 
update.  No update will be performed if the current firmware is up to date.

Please note that the Web Update feature requires firmware version 2.1.5 
or newer to already be installed.  If an earlier firmware version is installed, 
please follow the Local Update process.

Local update will all you to install the update locally from a USB memory 
stick.
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11 Channel Guide File

<ZVIP type=[“guide” | “guideonly”] >
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type is a required tag and must have one of the 
following options

“guide” - channels described are added to auto 
discovered channels to form ZVMXE+ channel list. 
For duplicate channel descriptions(same stream 
address and port), the data in the guide file will 
supersede data from auto discovery.

“guideonly” - Disable auto discovery of Zeevee 
channels on the network. Only channels described 
in guide file will be presented in channel list of 
the ZVMXE+.

Note that there can be as many <CHAN> … </CHAN> blocks in a Channel 
Guide file as the user wishes to add to the guide.

In the case of Additive operation (the type field set to guide) only those 
streams that are desired to be included that are not sourced by ZeeVee 
equipment need be described.  The rest can be auto-discovered and the 
guide information included as it is delivered in the channel beacons.

Alternately, if is desired to override the information that arrives in the 
ZeeVee source beacons, the information contained in the Channel Guide 
files will supersede the beacon data.
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In the case of Exclusive operation (the type field set to guideonly) only 
those channels explicitly listed in the Channel Guide file will be included 
in the channel list presented to the ZvMXE+ user. None of the auto-
discovered beaconed channels will appear in the user list.
